Announcer: Listen to Selina, Manuel and Elif describing their homes. 

Selina: I’m Selina. I live on a farm in Upper Austria with my parents, three sisters, two 
dogs and about 50 cows. My home is very peaceful and surrounded by 
mountains. We even have a small lake nearby. Our farm house has two floors. 
My room is in the attic. It’s really spacious. My sisters’ rooms are in the attic, 
too, while my parents’ room is downstairs.
