	How to document your learning

In this document you’ll find the self-checks for each unit. They will guide you through a reflection on your learning experiences. Compare the descriptions in the table with your learning so far and mark a spot on the lines to show where you see yourself.

You should also add examples of your own work to this portfolio to make your learning visible to yourself and your teacher. There are suggestions of what you could include for each unit, but feel free to add anything else you’re proud of: vocabulary mind maps, written assignments or audio/video files you’ve recorded. Keep this portfolio together with the audio/video files in a folder on your computer or in the cloud. Of course, you can also print everything out and create an analogue portfolio. 

Going back to a unit after a while will help you to see the progress you’ve made. It will also help you to set goals for what you still might want to improve.

Other activities to collect in your portfolio because they support your learning:

· a diary in English about fun things that happened at school
· a note of every opportunity you’ve had to use English outside school, how you did and how you felt about it
· screenshots of websites you find interesting
· documentation of a group project you did in class
· graphs or charts that are relevant for a project in this unit
· any additional activities you have done at school/at home while working through the unit, for example, the link to a YouTube video you have watched/found relevant, a brief summary of the video and why you found it interesting, whether you agreed/disagreed with the opinions expressed in the video and what you learned from it/any new information you gained from watching it
