The pie chart shows the different types of sports people watch on a streaming app. The most popular sport is men’s basketball, which accounts for about one third of the total viewing time. Men’s baseball is the second most watched, with a bit less than a quarter. Soccer and other men’s sports make up most of the remaining time.

There is a big difference between the time spent watching men’s and women’s sports. All sports that include women make up only a little more than one tenth of the total. This shows that women’s sports are much less popular than men’s sports on this app. One possible reason could be that women’s sports are seen as less exciting to watch.
