[bookmark: _Hlk159516833]Most people believe that the most popular fast food is the hamburger. But there is one fast food which is even more popular. It is simple to make, simple to serve, simple to eat and it can be delivered to your house or served in an enjoyable restaurant. It is the pizza!

The pizza was originally invented in Greece over 2,000 years ago. Mostly it was a food for the poor. People topped their flatbreads with dates1, cheese, oil and herbs. Greek settlers then brought the pizza to Italy.

Raffaele Esposito, a baker from Naples, Italy, made the first modern pizza in 1889. It was for the Italian Queen Margherita, who visited Naples at this time. Raffaele wanted to create something really special for her, so he used (red) tomatoes, (white) cheese and (green) basil like the colours of the Italian flag: red, white and green. Queen Margherita loved this kind of food, and the pizza got more and more popular in Italy.

In the 20th century Italians started emigrating to America, and they took their food with them. An Italian man called Gennaro Lombardi opened the first pizzeria in New York in 1905, and it is still open today! After World War II pizza got more and more popular in the USA, because American soldiers brought this speciality back home from their time in Italy. In 1957 frozen pizzas were introduced and it started its way around the world. In 2017 the UNESCO even gave the traditional Neapolitan pizza world cultural heritage status2.
