Elon Musk was born in 1971 in South Africa. His father, an engineer, is South African; his mother, a model, is Canadian. He has got a younger brother and a younger sister.
In his early childhood he became interested in computers and at the age of 12 he developed his first computer game called “Blastar”, which he sold to a magazine for 500 dollars. At the age of 16 he emigrated to Canada with his brother, because he did not want to do military service. Later he settled in the USA, where he became an official citizen in 2002 and founded several companies. Here are the most important ones.

Zip2 
Zip2 was Elon Musk’s first company, which he founded with his brother. They sold online city guide software to newspapers. Four years later they sold the company for 305 million dollars.

X.com
Immediately after selling Zip2 he founded the company X.com, which later became PayPal, an online payment service. In 2002 eBay bought PayPal, which was the most important online payment service worldwide at the time.

SpaceX
With Space X, Elon Musk launched his third company. SpaceX is a worldwide leader in space exploration technology. Among other things, SpaceX works for the International Space Station (ISS) and, most importantly, they want to be the first to make life on Mars possible.  

Tesla
At the moment Elon Musk’s most popular company is Tesla, where he develops and sells electric cars, which he wants to make available for as many people as possible. Besides that, Tesla offers battery products and solar roofs. 

Other really interesting companies of Elon Musk are for example Neuralink, where scientists research how to link the human brain with machines, or Hyperloop, where they want to send people through a tube at a speed of 1220 km/h. That would mean that you could travel from Vienna to Bregenz in about 35 minutes!
